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This month’s book project is to create an ABC book using our pioneers theme 

as the focus.  Students will read If You Traveled West in a Covered Wagon.   

Keep a list of words that begin with each letter.   Consider all aspects of 

pioneer life, including jobs on the trail, trail conditions, supplies, tools, 

migration and the journey out west to Oregon.  

 

Choose at least two words beginning with of each alphabet letter.  Write 

descriptive sentences to explain the significance of the word.   Underline the 

word and/or print it in bold.  Draw a colored illustration of the word(s).  You 

may use more than two words per letter for extra credit.  Mrs. Renz will give 

you a final copy book to use.  Be sure to make a rough draft first.

C  

Everyone traveled in a covered wagon.  Chimney Rock is a famous 

landmark on the Oregon Trail that looks like a chimney.   Many pioneers 

died of a disease called cholera.
